Sault Ste. Marie Canal - National Historic Site

1-2 Hours Depending on Tour

Designed and built by Canadians, this was the world's largest lock and the first to
operate with electric power. Also a novel in using an emergency swing dam, which
is still functional today. The canal is about 1.6 km long and is currently used for
recreational water crafts. The new visitor centre at the Canal Site shares stories
of the lock’s construction, its history as a commercial operation, its connection to
the people who lived and worked here as well as its impacts on Batchewana First
Nation and the Historic Sault Ste. Marie Métis People.
